+ The ancient Greeks believed in many different
gods and goddesses. Each god/goddess represented
a certain aspect of humanity and each was
responsible for certain parts of life too.

« Festivals were held to celebrate the gods
and goddesses.

+ Animal sacrifice was an important part of ancient
Greek worship.

« It is believed that the 12 most powerful gods lived
on Mount Olympus.

+ The ancient Greek gods and goddesses were
included in many of the myths that the ancient
Greeks told one another.

« Zeus was the most powerful of all the gods. He was
god of the sky and the king of Mount Olympus.
